IMPACT OF ADVANCED PRACTICE ON IMPLEMENTING GUIDELINES, MONITORING PROCESSES, AND IMPROVING OUTCOMES

Background and Purpose: The OU MEDICAL CENTER Enterprise Leadership Council identified a need to dedicate resources beyond the existing multidisciplinary teams to monitor and champion evidence-base practice. These resources were charged with the development and implementation of clinical practice guidelines with a focus on the improvement of processes and outcomes.

Method: Two dedicated positions were approved and an APN and master’s level nursing student were recruited. Although the nurses were given the task to champion the AMI, CHF, stroke, and pneumonia initiatives, there were no outlined specifications for these positions. They were given the freedom to identify interventions that would facilitate compliance with evidence-based practice in an effort to improve patient outcome. Baseline data was reviewed and the following interventions were established:

· Daily patient rounds on new admissions with cardiac disease

· Communication with staff involved in patient care through staff meetings and physician meetings to report progress and potential interventions (Including results of initiatives such as Get With the Guidelines)

· Group and individual education such as in-services (including CEU offerings) and printed material

· Development and distribution of cards for Core Measure initiatives that contain individual measure set requirements

· Implementation of clinical guidelines including the development and revision of cardiovascular order sets that reflect current standards and provide physician-friendly documentation

These interventions have provided a bridge to excellence between evidence-based medicine and practice.

Results: AMI outcomes reached and maintained 100% on select measures during the past three quarters. Time to PCI improved from 222 minutes to 129 minutes over the past year. HF measures have improved 15% in the area of discharge instructions and smoking cessation counseling, and ACEI/ARB and LVF were maintained in the 96-97% range.

Conclusion: Having dedicated resources to champion evidence-based practice has a significant impact on improved patient outcomes.

Great News for Clinical Nurse Specialists in Oklahoma. There are two committees that are addressing issues of advanced practice nursing, the Oklahoma Board of Nursing (OBN) Advanced Practice Advisory Committee and the Oklahoma Advance Practice Nursing Coalition. The OBN committee is comprised of twelve members, four from each of the advanced practice specialties (CNS, NP, CRNA, CNM). This committee makes recommendation to the board concerning advanced practice educational programs, certifying bodies, scope of practice standards of practice and other practice related issues. Each member serves a three year term or until a successor is appointed. Active members on this committee from our organization include Susan Goodwin, Janet Kristic and Susie Jones. For the first time in several years we have a full complement of members on this committee. Thanks to those member for their time. Meetings are open to the public. The next meeting is scheduled for February 2006. You may contact the Board of Nursing for specific dates and times of these meetings. I would also like to point out that there are several CNSs on advisory subcommittees to the board of nursing addressing numerous practice issues for nursing across the state. Tammy Hogue (our next President) and Susan Goodwin (Director of Programs) have been actively involved in committees addressing medication related practice issues for nurses at all licensure levels. 
The second committee, the Oklahoma Advance Practice Nursing Coalition has been reborn. First organized in the 1990’s to address the issues surrounding prescriptive authority for advanced practice nurses it has been re-established to address new and equally important issues to advanced practice nurses including: 
1. Provide a forum for communication and collaboration between APN organizations,

2. Assist APNs to improve healthcare quality and access for Oklahomans, 

3. Remove barriers to APN’s practicing to the full extent of their scope of practice,

4. Increase third party reimbursement for APNs

5. Improve recognition by managed care organizations,

6. Inform APNs about current and changing laws and regulations,

7. Increase awareness of advanced practice nursing.

Each of the four APN organizations has a voting member of the committee. The official representative, who is nominated by their organization, serves for two years. Bylaws were adopted at the meeting held on February 26, 2005 with the next meeting set for May 21st 2005. Jana Butcher PNP is the current president initially planning to meet three times annually, they now meet every other month with subcommittees meeting more often. Currently, the primary focus is on addressing issues of third party reimbursement for APNs in Oklahoma. The subcommittee addressing this issue is scheduled to meet with the Insurance commissioner in October. Our OACNS representative is Susie Jones and Lynn Knippers is the alternate. Please contact either of these people for additional information about the issues being addressed by this group.
